Tuxford Academy super-curricular resources (A level)

Super-curricular resources are additional resources going beyond (but linked to)
your A level syllabus.

They’re key to demonstrating your curiosity for a subject and vital for challenging
and stretching your thinking at A level. They’re equally useful for your personal
statement, particularly if you're applying to Russell Group Universities or to Oxford
or Cambridge.

You don’t have to dol/listen/read everything below that your subject teacher
has suggested but whatever you do, please make a note of it on Unifrog,
together with a sentence summarising what it was about and your thoughts
(e.g. what’s the argument/what do | think/how can | find out more? Yes you
can disagree with what is being argued but make sure you make a note of
your reasons!). This will help you when you start writing your personal
statement/prepare for interviews.

Your local library is a fantastic resource -if your subject is recommending reading
a book (or chapter), you don’t have to buy them. Put in a request with your local
library and they should be able to find it for you to borrow.
