The use of social media- a sociological approach 

You are going to look at and investigate sociological views on the use of social media.  

In 2016, there was a huge sociological study conducted by UCL (university of Central 
London), called ‘Why we post’.  

These sociologists spent 15 months living in 9 communities around  the world, researching 
the role of  social media in people's everyday lives. The communities they visited and 
compared the roles of social media were;

2. Rural China ( a rural town in North China)

7. Northeast Brazil  
8. South India (5 villages) 
9. South Italy  

The researchers conducted a variety of research methods to find out the information they 
needed to look at how social media was used in different countries. They found 3 main 
discoveries  

- Discovery 1: Social media is not making us more individualistic 
- Discovery 2: For some people social media does not detract from education - it is
